Overview

The U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ), Office of Justice Programs (OJP), Office of
Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) seeks applications for funding for
the Youth Violence Prevention Program. This solicitation is focused on youth who are at
risk of committing violence. Strategies funded through this solicitation may work in
coordination with community violence intervention (CVI) strategies that target youth at the
highest risk of violence. This program furthers the DOJ’s mission by preventing youth
violence and delinquent behavior.

This solicitation incorporates guidance provided in the OJP Grant Application Resource
Guide, which provides additional information for applicants to prepare and submit
applications to OJP for funding. If this solicitation expressly modifies any provision
in the OJP Grant Application Resource Guide, the applicant is to follow the
guidelines in this solicitation as to that provision.

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Program Description

Overview

0OJJDP's guiding philosophy is to enhance the welfare of America’s youth and broaden
their opportunities for a better future. To bring these goals to fruition, OJJDP is leading
efforts to transform the juvenile justice system into one that will Treat Children as
Children; Serve Children at Home, With Their Families, in their Communities; and Open
Up Opportunities for System-Involved Youth. OJJDP encourages all proposed
applications that work with youth to highlight how the proposed program aligns with these
priorities.

OJJDP envisions a juvenile justice system centered on the strengths, needs, and voices
of youth and families. Young people and family members with lived experience are vital
resources for understanding and reaching persons involved or at risk of involvement with
youth-serving systems. OJJDP asks stakeholders to join us in sustainably integrating
bold, transformative youth and family partnership strategies into our daily work. OJJDP
believes in achieving positive outcomes for youth, families, and communities through
meaningful engagement and active partnerships, ensuring they play a central role in
collaboratively developing solutions.

Applicants must describe how their proposed project/program will integrate and sustain
meaningful youth and family partnerships into their project plan and budget. Depending
on the nature of an applicant’s proposed project, youth and family partnership could
consist of one or more of the following:

With this solicitation, OJJDP seeks to provide funding for applicants to develop and/or
enhance strategies to prevent youth violence, including youth gang involvement and
youth gang/group violence.

Specific Information

This solicitation is focused on youth who are at risk of committing violence. This
solicitation distinguishes between youth who are “at risk” and those who are at the
“highest risk” for committing or becoming a victim of violence. Strategies funded through
this solicitation may work in coordination with community violence intervention (CVI)
strategies that target youth at the highest risk of violence, but the focus for this solicitation
is on delivering prevention and early intervention services for at-risk youth.

Preventing youth violence is a critical issue for many communities across the nation.
According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, homicide is the second
leading cause of death for young people ages 15-24, with non-Hispanic Black or African
American youth having the highest homicide death rate.; Between 2019 and 2020, the
rate of child homicide deaths rose by almost 28 percent..z1 Research continues to show
that homicides of youth aged 11 to 17 were more likely committed by a known assailant.
Research has also shown that homicides of youth under the age of 18 were most
commonly precipitated by arguments and community violence-related factors (e.g., drive-
by shooting, gang involvement, substance misuse, etc.), suggesting that these victims
were the targets of community violence and retaliatory acts.

There are risk factors and protective factors for youth related to juvenile delinquency,
violence, and gang involvement. These factors span across five life domains: (1) family,
(2) peer group, (3) school, (4) individual characteristics, and (5) community conditions. As
youth experience and are exposed to additional risk factors, there is a cumulative effect
that increases the likelihood of youth engaging in acts of violence. Risk factors for youth
gang membership include having unhealthy relationships with family, peer groups,
schools, and the community (Howell, J. 2005. “Moving risk factors into developmental
theories of gang membership.” Youth Violence and Juvenile Justice 3(4):334-354). The
more risk factors these youth are exposed to, including individual characteristics, the
greater the likelihood that they will join a gang (Howell, J.C. and Griffiths, E. 2018. Gangs
in America's Communities. Sage Publications).

On the reverse, there are protective factors such as parental involvement and monitoring,
family and peer support, and coping skills that can reduce the likelihood of youth
engaging in acts of violence. Early intervention prevents the onset of disruptive behavior
and supports the development of a youth’s assets and resilience. While many past
approaches focus on remediating visible and/or longstanding disruptive behavior,
research has shown that prevention efforts are more effective.js|

Ultimately, youth who are impacted by or involved in violence are affected by the
interaction of multiple factors, including a young person’s characteristics and experiences,
as well as by the relationships, community, and society within which young
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people develop. In 2020, the number of youth arrests involving violent crime declined and
was down 78% from its peak in 1994.[4) This also reflects a 38% drop from 2019. While it
is important to note that the COVID-19 pandemic may have contributed to the decrease
in youth arrests involving violent crime between 2019 and 2020, since 2020 there has
been an uptick in these arrests. Thus, OJJDP is committed to supporting community-
based violence prevention efforts that focus on life domains, have a foundation in local
data, and include engagement from necessary stakeholders.

For the purposes of this solicitation, the term “violence” can include but is not limited to
community violence, school violence, bullying and harassment by peers, and physical
assault with or without weapons.

Goals, Objectives, and Deliverables

Goals

The goal of this program is to prevent youth violence, including youth gang/group
violence, through data-driven strategies.

Objectives

Project sites are expected to use funding to develop and implement violence prevention
strategies targeted toward middle and high school age youth who have multiple risk
factors for violence.

Specific objectives include:
o Increase protective factors to prevent violence and delinquent behavior by youth.

« Implement data-driven, evidence-informed, and community-led approaches.
o Develop and/or enhance direct service programs for youth with multiple risk

factors for violence.

An applicant should address all of the objectives and deliverables listed below in the
Goals, Objectives, Deliverables, and Timeline web-based form.

Deliverables
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Applicants should discuss how they will implement the following deliverables in their
application.

« Strategies that include supporting youth with in-home or community-based
services that address the risk factors and support protective factors related to
violence prevention and decreasing the number of community-based and/or
school-based violence incidents.

« Develop new or enhance existing direct service programs for youth with multiple
risk factors for violence, including youth gang/group involvement and youth gang/
group violence.

« ldentify a specific referral system for how youth will be identified and referred to
the program for services.

« Use existing and/or create new collaborations with community-based
organizations, service providers, and law enforcement.

If proposing a program enhancement, the applicant should include a description of the
existing program and details on how funding will support program enhancements.

OJJDP has a dedicated training and technical assistance provider for this initiative, and
funded sites are expected to work with them during the grant award period. This includes
attending at least one grantee meeting hosted by the training and technical assistance
provider and contributing to a “resource for the field” document that highlights the
initiative.

feedback; and partnership with organizations that primarily serve communities that have
been historically underserved, marginalized, and adversely affected by inequality.

B. Applicants that demonstrate that their capabilities and competencies for implementing
their proposed project(s) are enhanced because they (or at least one proposed
subrecipient that will receive at least 40% of the requested award funding, as
demonstrated in the Budget Web-Based Form) identify as a culturally specific
organization.

To receive this additional priority consideration, applicants must describe how being a

Proposal Abstract

A Proposal Abstract (no more than 400 words) summarizing the proposed project —
including its purpose, primary activities, expected outcomes, the service area, intended
beneficiaries, and subrecipients (if known) — must be completed in the JustGrants web-
based form. This abstract should be in paragraph form without bullets or tables, written in
the third person, and exclude personally identifiable information. Abstracts will be made
publicly available on the OJP and USASpending.gov websites if the project is awarded.
See the OJP Grant Application Resource Guide for an example of a proposal abstract.

Proposal Narrative

The proposal narrative should be submitted as an attachment in JustGrants. The
attached document should be double-spaced, using a standard 12-point font; have no
less than 1-inch margins; and should not exceed 30 numbered pages. If the proposal
narrative fails to comply with these length restrictions, OJJDP may consider such
noncompliance in peer review and in final award decision. Please note that tables,
charts, and graphs included in the program narrative can be created in a legible font
smaller than 12 point; however, those items will count toward the page limit.

The proposal narrative must include the following sections:
a. Description of the Issue

Applicants should briefly describe the nature and scope of the problem that the
proposed program will address (e.g., youth violence, juvenile delinquency, crime
prevention). The applicant should use data to provide evidence that the problem
exists, demonstrate the size and scope of the problem, and document the effects
of the problem on the target population and the larger community. Any data or
research referenced in the narrative should include information about the source
of the data and/or a citation. Applicants should describe the target population and
any previous or current attempts to address the problem. Applicants should
describe any research or evaluation studies that relate to the problem and
contribute to their understanding of its causes and potential solutions. While
OJJDP expects applicants to review the research literature for relevant studies,
they should also explore whether unpublished local sources of research or
evaluation data are available.
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b. Project Design and Implementation

Applicants should detail how the project will operate throughout the funding period
and describe the strategies that they will use to achieve the goal and objectives
identified in the previous section. Applicants should describe how they will
complete the deliverables stated in the Goals, Objectives, and Deliverables
section. Applicants should be specific when listing the proposed project activities
and describe how they relate to the stated objectives. Activities are the specific
actions to be undertaken to fulfill the program objectives and reach the program
goal and should not be vague generalities. Provide a detailed description of the
method(s) to be used to carry out each activity and include a description of all
individuals/groups involved in the project and that will be served by the project. If
proposing a program enhancement, the applicant should include a description of
the existing program and details on how funding will support program
enhancements

OJJDP encourages applicants to select evidence-based practices for their
programs. This section should also include details regarding any leveraged
resources (cash or in-kind) from local sources to support the project and discuss
plans for sustainability beyond the grant period.

Applicants should describe their vision and plan for meaningfully and sustainably
integrating youth and family partnership into their proposed project. Applicants
should address any corresponding budget implications in their application’s
budget detail and budget narrative. For resources/guidance on effective youth and
family partnership strategies and practices, click here.

If an applicant believes that their project design is in no way amenable to
incorporating youth and family partnership, the applicant should instead provide a
detailed explanation and justification for excluding this element.

If the applicant is seeking priority consideration for Priority 1(A), it should address
in this section how the proposed project(s) will promote racial equity and the
removal of barriers to access and opportunity for communities that have been
historically underserved, marginalized, and adversely affected by inequality, and
identify how the project design and implementation will specifically incorporate the
input or participation of these communities.

c. Capabilities and Competencies

This section should describe the experience and capability of the applicant
organization and any contractors or subgrantees that the applicant will use to
implement and manage this effort and its associated federal funding, highlighting
any previous experience implementing projects of similar design or magnitude.
